Ontario Disability Support Program Rates and Asset Levels

Rates

The amount of money a person is eligible to receive varies depending on the number of people in their family, the ages of their dependent children, their type of accommodation ie renting, owning or room and board and the amount of their accommodation costs.

People who own their home or who are renting are eligible to receive basic needs plus an additional amount for their accommodation costs.  The amount of the basic needs is a set amount.  The set amount is different depending on the number of people in the family and the ages of their dependent children.  The table below shows the rates for basic needs.

For each additional dependant, add $196 if the dependant is 18 years of age or older, $18 if the dependant is 13-17 years of age, or $0 if the dependant is 0-12 years of age.
 
In addition to the basic needs people who own their home or who are renting are eligible to receive an amount for their accommodation expenses.  The amount of money that a person is eligible to receive is based on the number of people in the family and the amount of their expenses.  The amount that is allowed is the person’s actual accommodation costs per month up to a maximum amount.   It is possible that the person’s accommodation costs will exceed the maximum amount allowed.  If this is the case, only the maximum amount will be issued.  The table below shows the maximum amount allowed for shelter costs based on the number of people in the family.

If a person is living in a situation where their food is included in their monthly shelter costs they are considered to be boarding and lodging.  People who are boarding and lodging will receive the money based on the number of people in the family, the ages of their dependent children and the cost of their board and lodge.  The amount that they can receive is the actual cost of their board and lodge up to a maximum amount plus 
$60.  The tables below show the maximum amounts based on the number of people in the family.

Asset Levels

The maximum amount of assets a person can have varies depending on the number of people in the family and the composition of the family ie a single person, sole support person or couple.  The table below shows the maximum amount of assets that a person can have based on their family composition.
